


2. Installation Instruction

(4) Expose your solar module unit
to the maximum sunlight by
placing it in a unobstructed
location.

(1) Charge solar module unit for
at least 24hours before
first use.

(2) Take off the protection cap on the
output slot, and then plug in the
end of the string light cord into the
output slot. (Please ensure that
the output slot that is not being
used is covered by protection cap)

(5) Your solar string iights
will turn on automatically
during night and turn off
automatically at dawn.

(3)Turn on the module by pressing
the button on the back of the
module

3. Precautions

(1) Do not touch the surface of the top of the solar module unit with any hard material (this could
break or scratch the solar panel).

(2) You can check the operation of the lights by simply covering the upper surface of the solar panel.
The light will activate automatically once turned on.

(3) Remember that the lights are designed to work when it is dark. If there's high ambient lighting
nearby, then the LED light may be very dim or might not turn on at all. This does not mean that
the lights do not work; it could be that the surrounding is already very bright.

(4) Although the batteries have been charged by the manufacturer, the electric capacity could have
dropped when you received the lights. Please charge the light for a full day in order for the lights
to perform at its maximum ability.

4. Replacing the battery

If the light stops working after being used for a long time, maybe the batteries are beyond their
lifespan. Remove the screws on the bottom of main body, then replace the old battery with new
rechargeable battery. Do not mix old and new batteries. Do not mix alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc),
or rechargeable (nickel-cadmium) batteries.

(Battery specification: 1.2V AA Ni-Mh battery)

5. Remark
The lifetime of LED lamp is over 100 000 hours. You never need to change it.
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
